6. Social Co-ordinators Report

The Social Co-ordinator gave an oral report. He made special mention of the disc golf course developed at Jesmond Park. There are plans for maps and photos of the course. A regular Friday afternoon game is played by club members.

Beach ultimate is also a regular feature at the moment each Sunday afternoon at Newcastle Beach. There have been low numbers attending the beach games in recent weeks.

7. Election of Office Bearers

Reports made by Returning Officer, Andrew Olennick.

7.1. President

There was only one nomination for President – Andrew Pennington. There being no other nominations received, Andrew Pennington was declared duly elected as President for 2001-2002.

7.2. Vice-President

There was only one nomination for Vice-President – James O’Reilly. There being no other nominations received, James O’Reilly was declared duly elected as Vice-President for 2001-2002.

7.3. Secretary

There was only one nomination for Secretary – Kendal Merchant. There being no other nominations received, Kendal Merchant was declared duly elected as Secretary for 2001-2002.

7.4. Treasurer

There was only one nomination for Treasurer – Sturt Wilson. There being no other nominations received, Sturt Wilson was declared duly elected as Treasurer for 2001-2002.

7.5. Social Co-ordinator

By the close of nominations, no nominations had been received for the position of Social Co-ordinator. Nominations were requested from the floor.

Jonathan Holmes declined a nomination.

Kylie Keetman was nominated by Luci Dicker, seconded by James O’Reilly.

Helen MacLaurin declined a nomination.

There being no other nominations, Kylie Keetman was declared duly elected as Social Co-ordinator for 2001-2002.

7.6. General Executive

There were two nominations for General Executive – David Worsley and Leanne King.

The Chair invited each candidate to speak to the meeting as to why they should be elected.

After the speeches, discussion began as to whether to use both available General Executive positions, and hence both candidates would be elected. The Secretary informed the meeting that this was possible, requiring a motion from the meeting.

Motion: To elect two (2) General Executives to the Club Committee.

A discussion took place outlining the pros and cons of having two elected General Executives. The possibility of using the final position for an EUG Co-ordinator was raised.

The motion was rejected, by a vote of 7-9.

A ballot for the single General Executive position was held. After counting of the votes, Leanne King was declared duly elected as General Executive for 2001-2002.

8. Appointment of Club Delegate

It was resolved that the Committee be authorised to appoint the club delegate.

9. Appointment of Club Auditor

It was resolved that the Committee be authorised to appoint the Auditors for the next audit.

10. Appointment of Club Patron

Given his contribution in the formation and ongoing assistance to the club, it was suggested that Chris Tola be appointed Club Patron.

It was resolved that the Committee discuss the possibility of inviting Chris Tola to be the Club Patron.

11. Determine the number of External, Special and Corporate members

It was resolved that the number of External, Special, or Corporate members of the Sports Union admitted to the club in 2002 does not exceed the lesser of:

i. 20 in number;

ii. 25% of the total club membership.

12. Report on NUSport

Copies of the Report on NUSport were made available, and was read by the Secretary.

13. General Business

13.1. Newcastle InterVarsity (IV)

Leanne King questioned whether the club would host another IV in 2002. The President said that this is something for the Committee to decide. However it is likely that one would be held, probably in mid-March.

13.2. Newcastle Ultimate League

The President reported on a successful inaugural league. He outlined the issues involved with the team on a bye not attending. The main concern is that there were no mentors available for any beginners that turned up each week.

The Vice-President suggested starting games at the beginning of the session, e.g. 7:15pm. Then people may hang around after the game for other activities, rather than turn up late in the session just for the league game.

Leanne King suggested that games be held independently of the current sessions, perhaps during the day.

The Secretary commented that day games during the week can conflict with player’s lecture timetables, whilst weekend games can conflict with scheduled tournaments.

The Social Co-ordinator suggested that if an occasional conflict occurred with a weekend game, it could be played for that week during a night session.

The President thanked everyone for their views and suggestions.

13.3. Melbourne Hat

Jonathan Jonas questioned what is being organised for the Melbourne Hat tournament.

The President advised that, being a hat tournament, it is up to individuals to organise entry to the tournament. Both the President and Secretary have information on the tournament for interested people.

13.4. KAPOW Women’s Tournament

Leanne King is organising people and a team for the upcoming KAPOW tournament.

13.5. Longest Day Tournament

The Secretary will be organising a Newcastle team for this tournament in mid-December.

13.6. League Presentation

The President presented the Wade Demmer Cup to the league champions – Multiple Nobodies.

The Social Co-ordinator informed the meeting on the significance of the trophy and its namesake – Wade Demmer.
