2. Minutes from last meeting

Minutes from the previous meeting were not available.

3. AUC 2001 bid

Newcastle have placed a bid with AUS for the 2001 Ultimate Frisbee AUC (see attachment). The bid was discussed extensively with all members prior to the meeting. In addition to what is stated in the bid document, the Newcastle University Union have expressed an interest in sponsoring the event.

4. Newcastle tournament

The idea of hosting an IV early in 2001 was raised. Possible dates were discussed. It was desired to hold the event before Nationals (Easter weekend). A possible date of 31st March / 1st April was made.

5. Orientation week

AO talked to Chris Tola about arrangements. At this stage, the club will have a table for a few days in the Brennan room, similar to previous years. Arrangements will be finalised over the break (January?). AP raised issue of more focus on women required to boost female numbers in club. Also need to increase publicity and promotion of club and sport. 

Possibility of a demo game held during O’Week. For this to be successful, it should be in the official calendar. However, we cannot guarantee that we will have enough people for a game during O’Week. This could be held during the first week, at training, instead.

Action: AP to organise O’Week activities.

7. Club communication

Web: Continue with web pages. AO to continue as Webmaster. Need to update Sports Union page.

Action: AO to update Sports Union web page.

Newsletters: Decided that newsletters were not necessary. Other forms of communication are currently sufficient.

Email: Email works well, but can currently only be used by one exec member. AO recommended to use an egroup, in a similar fashion to nsw-ultimate and other frisbee-related email lists. All NUdiscs members to be automatically subscribed by Webmaster. Others can request to be added to list.

Action: AO to configure and test newcastle-ultimate egroup. To be used from O’Week 2001.

Contact Details: AO wanted to know what contact details would be used, espc. On the web pages. Decided to use personal  email addresses.

Action: AO to update contact details on web page.

8. Sports Union

Sports Union require several documents by 17th November:

· AGM Minutes. These should be completed by previous Secretary.

Action: AO to ensure these are completed and submitted.


· Office Bearers listing.

Action: AO to compile and submit.


· Annual Report. This is essentially the President’s report from the AGM, outlining club activities for the previous year.

Action: AP to submit.


· Handbook submission. This needs to include a photo, training times, club fee, and contact details.

Action: AP to compile and submit.


9. Uniforms

Only a couple of shirts from previous uniform run in 1998 remaining. Possibility of using same design as club shirt, and printing new shirt for specific tournaments (e.g. AUC).

Action: Discuss further at next meeting.

10. Weekly games

Desire to restart Sunday sessions. Plan to schedule for 3pm-5pm on Oval #4 (if available). Also need to confirm bookings for 2001.

Action: AO to arrange with Sports Union.

Concept of regular beach games raised. Possibility of a one-off beach game before end of semester.

Action: Raise with club members at next training session.

Concern for beginners being left out, whilst also providing a high-level for experienced players. Once the new semester begins, we could promote Monday as beginner’s night, with a casual atmosphere. Also, revert to 2 games, with one for beginners, with a few experienced to assist. Wednesdays would consist of training at 7pm, followed by a game at 8pm (times suggested only).

The use of sashes raised, to help distinguish teams for pick-up games. Decided that the promotion of light and dark shirts would be a cheaper and easier option. This would be focused on Wednesday nights.

11. General Business

League: AP raised the desire to hold a league. The implications of the club running a league for non-uni based players was raised. Whilst it is seen as a possibility, some negotiation would be required. Overall, this is seen as a distant goal, but one that should be aimed for. At this stage, the club requires greater numbers to hold a league.

Possibility also of a Uni-league. This could be part of Wednesday training. There are less problems regarding Sports Union, however this relies on an even smaller player base.

The Sports Union has recently run several similar events, the 2000 Cluster Games (American Football, Squash, Ten Pin Bowling and Surfriding), the 2000 Surfing AUC, along with Eastern Conference Judo, Fencing, Tennis and Water Ski Championships.

The University of Newcastle Ultimate Frisbee Club 

NUdiscs was established in May 1998 to help foster the sport of Ultimate Frisbee for the University, and the Newcastle and Hunter Community. The club has sent teams to 2 previous AUC tournaments, as well as participating in several invitational events. Individual players have also attended many events, including representing Australia at the World Ultimate Championships in Heilbronn, Germany this year. The club also hosted an invitational tournament – the Steel City Challenge, in 1998.

The Club is giving its full support to the AUC 2001 bid and in preparation for the AUC is planning an invitation Ultimate Frisbee tournament, to be staged early in 2001. As with the recent Sydney 2000 Olympics Games, it is envisaged that the invitational tournament can be used as a test event for the AUC.

Sporting Groups

The NUdiscs Club is unique in the Hunter Valley, and the event will do much to profile this exciting sport to all Novocastrians.  The NUdiscs Club has a strong relationship with the National Frisbee organisation

Eligibility:
All participants must be currently enrolled students studying towards a degree/diploma and possess a current student ID card.  An eligibility certificate must be completed and signed by the Executive Officer or your Sports Association/Union.
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Promotion:
The event will be promoted nationally through the ASU and web sites, nationally through the AUS, University publications and via a well established Ultimate email discussion group, and locally via the Sports Union’s excellent relationship with all Media.


All publications and promotional materials will feature the AUS logo.
Proposed Dates:
The event is to be held over 3 days and 4 nights. 

Dates are:

Option 1: 10th July (night) – 13th July

Option 2: 25th September (night) – 28th September

With both options, there is a Manager’s Meeting and welcome dinner on the first night. Competition will last the following three days, with the finals on the final day. This is to be followed by a presentation dinner and concluding Managers Meeting.

There are various advantages and disadvantages associated with each option, and it is envisaged that the event will be held on the dates most welcomed by other Universities. 

The July dates fall during the mid-year break of all Universities and the past 2 AUC tournaments have been held at this time of year. The weather in Newcastle at this time of year is generally dry.

The September dates provide for warmer weather. All universities, except for Bond, Canberra and Central Queensland, are in their mid-semester break for the 26th-29th September. The 1st October (Monday) is traditionally a Public Holiday in NSW and Western Australia, providing an extra day ‘recovery’ after the tournament.

Location:
The event is to be held on the ovals (5) of The University of Newcastle. The University has several fields that could provide up to 9 ultimate Frisbee fields, all in close proximity. These fields are already used on a bi-weekly basis by the University’s Ultimate Frisbee club, and are the location of a proposed Invitational event early in 2001. 

Change rooms service all fields, and some fields are adjacent to pavilions. Several fields are located adjacent to The University of Newcastle Sports and Aquatics Centre – The Forum. This facility provides an Olympics-size swimming pool, gymnasium, and café, which can be utilised by visiting teams.

Accommodation:
Newcastle is a large city with a variety of accommodation available, from Scout Halls and Backpacker Hostels, through to 5-star hotels. The planning committee will organise accommodation packages for visiting teams.

The NRMA Accommodation Bible can also assist visiting teams in locating accommodation, as can the Newcastle and Hunter Tourism and Accommodation Centre (Ph: 02 4927 0755)

Transport:
Newcastle is serviced by trains, coaches and air directly from Sydney and Brisbane, and by coach and air from Melbourne and Adelaide. A government train and bus network services the city itself. There is a train station on-campus, near to the playing fields. The University is also well serviced by several bus routes. Both forms of transport provide subsidies for students.

Trains - The University is a five-minute walk from Warabrook/University train station which is linked to the main Northern and Maitland lines.  The University is approximately two and a half hours north of Central Station in Sydney and two hours south of Taree Station in the North.

Buses - The University is amply serviced by the State Transit Authority buses, with the #100, #226, #227, #228 and #206 visiting the University regularly.  The Campus is a 20 minute bus ride from Newcastle Station and the Central Business District.

Car – The Campus is five minutes east of the F3 Freeway exit.  One and a half hours from Sydney, one and a half hours from Taree, and 45 minutes from the Central Coast.

Cycleways – The Campus is on the city’s East/West Cycleway.

The AUC Ultimate Frisbee perpetual trophy will be secured before the event. Individual medals for the top three teams, and the ‘Green and Gold’ team will be struck. There will also be a Spirit of the Game award.

First Aid:
Representatives from St. Johns Ambulance first aid will be available on site at all times.

Players Pack:
As part of the social fee, each player receives a commemorative frisbee disc and information booklet. Additional discs and commemorative t-shirts will be available for purchase.

The details of this proposal can be negotiated, we welcome input

from AUS, or AFDA, the sports Australian governing body.
